
facilities have weird hours and 

days. For instants, in Pierrevillers, 

the city hall or Mayors office as 

they call it is located up stairs at 

the Boy’s and Girls School and is 

only open 2 hrs on Monday and 

Thursday from 2:00-4:00   

So we did the tour of the town, 

which didn’t take long, on foot to 

the cemetery and the area where 

the Knights of Templers lived. I 

found out that part of my distant 

family were members of the 

Knight of Templers.  Now I have 

to read up on just who and what 

they were up to. 

 

The same was true in Moyeuvre-

Grande. The city hall was called 

―Hotel De Ville‖ Again hours 

were short Mon, through  Thru 

they were open from 8:30am to 

12pm and Fri from 8:00am– 12pm 

 

I was able to meet the Mayor’s of 

The Julian Calendar was used by 

all Western nations until AD1582 

it was authorized by Julius Caesar 

in 46 BC. It called for a year of 

365 1/4 days, starting in January, 

with every 4th year being a leap 

year  of 366 days. In 730 a monk  

St. Bede announced that the Julian 

year was 11 min, 14 sec too long. 

This was an error of about a day 

every 128 years. Nothing was 

done at that time. 

By 1582 the error was estimated 

at 10 days. Pope Gregory XII 

decreed that the day following 

Oct. 4, 1582, should be called 

Oct. 15, thus dropping 10 days 

and initiating the Gregorian 

Calendar.                                              

 

The Gregorian calendar started 

from the first year following the 

birth of Jesus Christ, which 

wrongly taken to be year 753 in 

the Roman calendar. Another 

problem was that leap years were 

continued but to prevent further 

displacements, centesimal years 

(years ending in 00) were made 

common years, not leap years, 

unless divisible 400. Under the 

plan, 1600 and 2000 were leap 

years (as was 2004) but 1700, 

1800 and 1900 were not. 

Are you confused yet.  I sure am. 

There were other changes that the 

British government adopted the 

Gregorian calendar and imposed it 

on all its possessions, including  
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both towns and all the people that 

I came in touch with were very 

friendly, even when they could 

not understand a word I was 

saying and vise versa.  

 

The same held true with the 

Moselle Archives.  

 

I was able to find documentation 

of my family back to 1689. They 

had more records than I could 

ever have imagined. I think that I 

need to go back again. 

 

As I have said may times ―Go 

visit your ancestors birth place.‖

All dates 

preceding were marked OS, 

for Old Style. New Year’s 

Day we moved to Jan. 1 from 

Mar 25. Thus George 

Washington’s birth date, 

which was Feb 11, 1731, OS, 

became Feb.22, 1732 NS.  

All I can say is check those 

dates to make sure you are 

stating them right. Check out 

which calendar your ancestor 

was actually born, married or 

died under.
